An idea for small groups


�Put the cards on the table back-side up. 


The first player takes two cards and says a comparative sentence, for ex.: �"The lizard is smaller than the dragon." "The lizard isn’t as big as the dragon."


If the sentence is correct, the student can keep both cards and take another one. Than he has to say a superlative sentence, for example:�”The dinosaur is the biggest of all these three animals.”


If he says it correctly he can keep also the third card. Then next player has a turn.


The game is more exited if you set a time limit - 30 seconds for a player. The winner is the student who at the end has the most number of the cards.
