                                 Students play in pairs or in�                                 two groups. Either a player or a group take a card from the pile in the middle. They look at the pictures for 30 seconds, memorize the picture and then you take it away.  The students then in the next 30 second tell everything they can remember. Give them one point for each correct sentence and take away one point for repeating something that was already said. 


While the one player or �one group is telling about his/their card, the other player/or group is memorizing his/their �picture.





























Students play in pairs or in small groups. They can use either the House or Town Cards and try to name �4 things they see.  For example:

If they say 4 sentences correctly, they can keep the card. This can be done as a race or timed activity: see how many cards a student or a group can complete �in 1 minute.  Keep a record of times and of cards and award improvement.  �This will increase �fluency and also �keeps children �from getting �bored with the �same cards.
