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In my town there is … 
Here are 16 cards spread over 5 documents.  The first page of this document is the back side of all 4 sets of cards.  
You can use these cards to practice town vocabulary, prepositions of place, scene describing  and much more.
1. Let the students take one card and look at the pictures for 30 seconds, memorize the picture and then take it away.  The students should tell everything they can remember. Give them one point for each correct answer and take away one point for repeating something that was already said. 

2. Another way to use these cards:
Students try to name 4 things they see, for example:

· In my town there are lots of old buildings.
· There is the butcher’s between the shoe shop and the bar.
· There isn’t a cinema in my town.
· There is a square with a fountain in the middle.
· There aren’t any cars.
If they say 4 sentences correctly, they can keep the card. This can be done as a race or timed activity: see how many cards a student or a group can complete in 1 minute.  Keep a record of times and of cards and award improvement.  This will increase fluency and also keeps children from getting bored with the same cards.
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
