Your triangles can be as long or short as you like, but remember that the longer the paper, the thicker the bead will be. 








Roll the paper very tightly. The layers will get smaller with each wrap. Next, we'll tack a bit of � HYPERLINK "http://diyfashion.about.com/od/diyjewelrymaking/ss/Paper_Beads_4.htm" �glue on the end�. A little dab will do on the pointed end of the paper. If you put too much glue on, then you'll be scraping off dried glue flakes later.








In Victorian times, women in England gathered in dining rooms to make beads by rolling scraps of wallpaper on knitting needles. They would then string the beads on long pieces of yarn to create curtains that separated rooms. You can make these beads from recycled �scrap paper, and string them together �to make jewelry!





To make the bracelets, you can string the beads on elastic thread, criss-crossing both ends, going in figure eights back and forth through the beads. If you like, you can use a round bead of your choice between the paper beads.





First, you'll need to cut your paper into a long triangular shape. This is so that your beads will have a conical appearance when you're done.
